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From Our Rabbi:

Z’man Simchateinu, the time of our rejoicing. That’s
the nickname for Sukkot. Pesach is called the time of
our liberation. Shavuot is the time of the giving of the
Torah. Sukkot is THE time of rejoicing. A historian
or anthropologist would describe the origins of this
curious moniker. “In the ancient agrarian societies,”
he would begin, “the end of the autumnal harvest
would be the high point of the year. The long labor of
spring and summer would culminate in full
store houses. While some things could be preserved,
numerous foods would need to be eaten fresh before
they spoiled. All of this contributed to a festive
atmosphere in any culture that follows the cycle of
cultivated agriculture.”

This analysis is insightful, learned and naive.
Agrarian societies only look so tidy and cyclical
through a lens of analysis. In reality, there was never
enough for most societies until the modern day. Even
in good years, most people were undernourished and
overworked. The anxiety and worry that went with
such fragile systems would have dampened any
rejoicing. Sure the storehouses might be full, but
what if the rains come too late or too early? What if
there is blight? What if my children are too weak to
fight off disease? What if others in hunger turn to
banditry? How can | rejoice?!

But rejoicing means more than just feeling happy and
secure. For the ancients it meant being thankful for
the opportunity to see another year, to see their
children continue to grow, to know that there is
always hope. Rejoicing in one’s portion doesn’t mean
it is enough and doesn’t mean everyone has enough.
It means refocusing from what we wish for to what
we have.

We live in a very different world but the feelings that
make us human are unchanged. Our security is not
governed by the cycle of seasons in quite the same
way, but our need to rejoice in our portions is
undiminished. There is no good harvest, no lottery
win, no raise, no new house, no new car, no “thing”
that we can gather that will remove the insecurity
from our lives. There is no investment that we can
make that will pay dividends so reliably that we need
never worry again.

Well, there is one investment. Invest in Torah and
Judaism and our problems may not disappear but our
ability to cope will grow. Even more, our ability to
help others and be helped will be magnified many
times over.

Security and happiness are not found in storehouses,
bank accounts or anywhere else. They can only be
found by pursuing a life of meaning through Torah
with a community that cares about one another.

Please note the recent improvements made to your cemetery including new grass throughout, better tree
management and a digital directory.

We are constantly making improvements and very much welcome your comments.

Please note immediately after the death of a loved one, Judaism discourages frequent grave visitation for it may
hinder the mourner's return to normal life. Nevertheless, these are days when it is traditional to visit the cemetery.
These special days included the days before the High Holidays, and special personal days like birthdays and
anniversaries.

Several blessings and Psalms may be recited at graveside, including the memorial prayer, EI Malei Rachamim. In
addition, these are two other sacred and effective ways of showing our love and respect upon visiting the grave: the
giving of tzedakah and the study of Torah.

Visitors to the grave often, out of custom, leave a small stone on the marker/tombstone as a symbol of the enduring
bond between the visitor and the deceased. It is an act of love, a gesture to show that you were there. This tradition,
however, can cause problems in the modern setting. With markers low to the ground it is common for loose stones
to be drawn into the lawn cutting equipment of the cemetery and end up defacing the bronze and granite markers of
our cemetery. If members of our congregation continue to follow this custom, the cemetery committee cannot be
held responsible for the potential damage done to the markers.
