We start out 

barely achieving the minyan, and then people stroll 

over the next two hours to reach an absolute 

packed house by about half way through the 

service.  They hear the shofar blast, listen to the 

rabbiôs sermon, and then slowly trickle off as the 

service rolls on. 

 

I assure you, the people on the bima do notice 

when half the congregation bolts for the door 

during Musaf, an effect thatôs even stronger when 

we arenôt serving food after the service.  Wouldnôt 

it be wonderful to have a full house the entire time?   

So, if itôs not too much trouble (itôs only your 

mother slaving over a hot stove all day), and as a 

gesture of appreciation and support to all those 

volunteers, letôs all try to attend as much of the 

services as we can this year.  After all, the parking 

is better and it gives us all more time to schmooze 

with fellow congregants before and after services.  

I know I look forward to seeing you all there this 

year.  May this High Holiday season and the year 

to come be a source of blessing to you and your 

family.

Thereôs another contribution by the Jews to western 
culture ï one of many!   It is customary to use the lulav and etrog during Sukkot 
services to enhance the beauty of the service and to bring the atmosphere of Israel 
into the sanctuary.

In spite of everything you have just read about Neila, we encourage you to make every effort to 

be at this service. Unlike 99% of synagogues around the world, we call up everyone present in 

the sanctuary (regardless of religion) to come up with family and friends to spend some 

moments in front of the ark for their own private prayers. 

Participating oneself, and watching others standing before the Torahs with their dear ones, 

expressing love and affection for each other, makes for a very moving experience which makes 

the conclusion of the entire day really special and inspiring.
